Angels Foster Club

Fostering is the temporary care of young, abandoned, and even ill puppies and kittens. It is a great option for animal lovers who are unable to commit to a lifelong pet, but who may have short periods of time available to care for a needy animal. SPCA receives up to 700 animals a month and out of these, many are very young. Without their mother, chances of survival are very slim in shelter conditions. With foster care, they are given the chance to grow up healthy and become more sociable, thus making them more adoptable.
Temporary foster families are needed for a variety of reasons. The three most common reasons are: 

· Limited shelter space - The number of animals received at a shelter is sometimes overwhelming and adequate housing is not available. Foster homes provide shelters with an additional option until a space becomes available. 

· Treatment and care after an illness or injury - Foster parents provide sick and injured animals with the additional time, medication, and space they need to recover. This may include time to recover from emotional, fear, or stress based situations that the animal may have encountered in the past. 

· Extremely young animals - Young animals, such as kittens and puppies, which are not yet weaned, require special attention. Unweaned orphans require a serious commitment since they have special needs such as diet and frequent feeding schedules. One of the greatest rewards of nurturing these young animals is knowing that you are giving them a great start in life. 

Anyone who is at home most of the day are great candidates for fostering, and people with prior experience are encouraged to foster. A fosterer should shower the young one with love and care, provide at least three small meals a day, clean up after it and attend to its medical needs. In return, you get little wagging tails or purrs at the sight of you and contentment of knowing that you have saved a precious life.
Interested individuals are required to register with us and provide details such as their experience, availability, and preference of the type of animal they can accomodate. When the need for a fosterer arises, they will be called to check for availability. There will then be a briefing session prior to releasing the animal for fostering.
